Update from West Yorkshire Police 
Sgt John Toothill has been promoted to Inspector and has been replaced by Sgt Terri Green as the new Intervention Sergeant at Shipley. 

· Tong Park – Fly tipping, ASB and drug dealing had been reported around the Little Blue Orange. There has been nothing found within the rubbish to identify where the rubbish has come from. There would also appear to be legitimate work in progress at the location to refurbish the premises. Drug dealing has been stamped out by local officers. 

· Contact Point – Good footfall and quality intelligence has been received through the contact point. PC Brearley wishes the contact to continue at the Link. PCSO Anderson has enquired with the Library re having a contact point within the library for a short period to tie in with her shift patterns, and when there is increased footfall at the library. She is also looking at a Darker nights’ campaign at the Co-op in Baildon closer to the time of the clocks going back. 
· ACTION – Tracey to liaise with Volunteer Co-ordinator and library management to arrange dates and times for a new contact point.
· Neighbourhood Watch – BTC would like to host an event in the area, to bring together the NHW Co-ordinators. ACTION – Louanna to liaise with Rebecca and the Link for an evening event; including Bike team, Cyber Security, Crime prevention. This should be added as an agenda item on the Community Committee.
