Cllr Dixon gave a progress report and updated the Committee following a 


meeting with the Higher Coach Road Residents Association on the 22nd 


January.

Key messages were 
· the current service is insufficient and unreliable

· Residents wanted a service that gave them access to Baildon village, Shipley and connection to the wider bus network.


The Committee discussed the report and possible solutions including 



redirecting the current 626 service.


It was resolved 



a. That BTC continues to work with local residents and the relevant authorities to 


seek improvements to the bus service within existing provision



b. That the Clerk be requested to seek case studies of other Parish or Town 


Councils who have made grants to support local bus services for community benefit, 

in accordance with Section 27.



c. That this committee establish a small working group to continue to investigate 


whether BTC could identify a proposal to enhance transport to and from Higher 


Coach Road, to include outline costings, and report back to Economy committee if 

such a proposal can be developed.


Proposed Cllr Dixon seconded Cllr Ashton all in favour. Cllr Dixon to co-


ordinate setting up a working group.


Cllr Shaw suggested that the Committee should consider issues with Bus services 

throughout Baildon. As a bus user, he was aware that services may not always 


complement each other in terms of frequency and routing. Cllr Shaw agreed to 


provide a report to the next committee which would set out the specific problems and 

identify potential solutions of these services, from a user perspective

It was resolved to delegate to the clerk (Environmental Warden) a sum of up 


to £2000 to replace lighting in the Public Toilets with modern environmentally 


friendly LED lighting. Further quotes would be sought. Also to agree a sum of 


up to £100 for a plaque to recognise donations made in 2018. Proposed Cllr 


Dixon seconded Cllr Flecknoe all in Favour.


A new donations drive would be made (led by Cllr Flecknoe) to seek contributions 

towards these improvements.
