The Current Budget was noted. An earlier viament from Christmas Light to Baildon 

Toilets was amended to come from the Library budget instead (£2,000). It was 


agreed to carry forward to the new year £2000 Christmas lights and £900 Baildon 

station. Budgets for Marketing Baildon, Internet Connectivity and Business support 

would remain unspent and provide the £2,000 underspend indicated in a previous 

governance Committee.  The Committees 5% efficiency saving was achieved as 


indicated by the underspend on Bunting.

A discussion took place around how the Baildon Plan would influence priorities of 

the Committee. The development of BIG was considered important and engagement 

of the Council with new Businesses on Otley Road. The issues of Environment, 


Employment, Marketing and Corporate giving were identified for discussion in a 


future meeting.

Baildon Toilets - Love our Loos 

A number of tasks had been completed. 

· The new floors had been laid.
· A number of donations had been received or pledged. Donations in total should now be £671.
· There had been some cleaning and gate locking issues.

· The lease agreement had been received and had a few final points that needed resolving. A meeting is scheduled next week.
· An electrician has been appointed to undertake the fitting of LED lighting.

A quote had been obtained by the Town Councils Warden to fabricate new locks for the gates which should facilitate easier opening and shutting of the facilities. It was agreed to delegate £500 expenditure for this to be progressed.

Information received from CBMDC indicated that up to £1200 may be needed to sub contract essential regular tests on the Toilets for safety checks. Further enquiries will be made with CBMDC and other avenues will be explored. The appointment of a contactor would be delegated to the Clerk in conjunction with the Chair as would the signing of the lease with CBMDC. Advise would be sought from Ellis Whitham on Health and Safety matters if appropriate.  

It was resolved to undertake these actions. Proposed Cllr Dixon seconded Cllr Flecknoe 3 in favour, 1 abstention.

Christmas Lights 2019


A meeting had been held with the Councils contractors to discuss the display 


for 2019. A number of improvements were discussed, and costing indicate that the 

budget may need to increase by £2000 to accommodate these additions. This would 

be achieved by carrying forward this years underspend. It was resolved to delegate 

to the Clerk (warden) the arrangements for ordering the new lighting (with the 


exception of the suggested additional lights in the Co-op car park tree which was 


deemed unnecessary).It was also resolved to extend the lights contract for a three 

year period. Proposed Cllr Dixon seconded Cllr Flecknoe all in favour.

Following a meeting earlier this week a Harley Rally Committee is to be formed 


by interested parties. The Town Council will be able to liaise with this Committee and 


utilise the budget that is assigned to this event in the 2019/20 budget. It was 


resolved to allocate £1250 towards the actual rally and £1000 to what is to be called 

the Harley weekend which is based around events in the village (and match funded 

by local businesses). Payments will be made on a reimbursement basis and on 


production of valid receipts. Proposed Cllr Dixon seconded Cllr Turner all in favour.


It is anticipated that this years Rally will be the best attended yet.
