Clerk’s Report 

The Clerk stated that she had written to Phil Barker at Bradford Council, requesting an extension to the current Service Level Agreement between the two councils for a further 12 months. Phil Barker responded and acknowledged the request but stated that until the public consultation period ended in December, no decision would be made. A further invitation has been sent to Mr Barker and Mandy Webb, inviting them both to attend a meeting with Baildon Town Council Councillors and staff members in January. No response has been received. 
A Bradford Council Libraries staff bulletin has been circulated on the 2nd of January to Library staff stating that, a new Libraries Manager had been appointed from the 6th of January. It was also reported that Baildon Library will be part of the Shipley cluster. Baildon Town Council requested to be part of the Keighley cluster, due to the types of libraries within the cluster. The Clerk has written to Mandy Webb seeking clarification on the matter and stating disappointment at not being informed of the changes. 
ICH1920/08
Ian Clough Hall redevelopment and Baildon Library update   

The report of the last meeting of the Partnership board was received. There have been no further updates since this last meeting. However, a visit has been made to the Ian Clough Hall building by Bradford Council staff to assess the building and plans for demolition. 
ICH1920/09
Children’s Centre update
The Clerk stated that she had been informed by Nigel Gillatt, that Sandals School had made a Community Asset Transfer request to use the Children’s Centre for their own Special Educational Needs department.  An assessment was being conducted by the Department for Education, re the requirement of such provision in the Baildon area. The Clerk will be informed when a decision is made, however, if there is support for the school to take over the centre, Baildon Town Council’s application will be rejected. 

Proposed by Cllr J Ashton, seconded by Cllr A. Clubb and resolved unanimously for the Clerk to write to Bradford Council and withdraw its request of a Community Asset Transfer of the Children’s Centre. 

ACTION: The Clerk to make enquiries with commercial agents in the area, regarding office accommodation for the Baildon Town Council office, to be used from the 1st of April 2020. A fully costed written report to be returned to the next committee meeting, pending a decision by the Governance Committee on the 10th of February.

The Clerk stated that a decision is yet to be made by the Arts and Recreation Department at Bradford Council, re the ongoing use of the Towngate Rooms as a business or if it should revert to use as a community building.

ACTION: Cllr Ashton to write to Cllr Susan Hinchcliffe and Kersten England re the ongoing uncertainty of the future of the library service and the poor response to the council’s questions and requests.
