The committee remained in confidential session. 
From a report submitted by Cllr Dixon, the following was noted, 

· The RFO will provide a financial report to a future committee meeting as detailed within the report.  
· Baildon Town Council should consider an immediate start to find locations for a temporary library, for 3 to 5 years.
· Bradford Council officers (Library Management) will advise on security and requirements of the service
· There should be flexibility in the movement of stock, using movable stacks if required and lockable storage
· There could be a need to separate the Library services into Adult and Children’s sections
· There should be a flexible approach to where the temporary library is located in Baildon, but factors such as public transport and car parking should be considered. 
· At present, there is no urgent requirement to find new office premises, with staff being able to work from home until Covid restrictions are lifted 
· If the demolition of ICH is accelerated, storage options should be considered for the Baildon Town Council office and assets.
