Introduction
Neighbourhood Plans are required to sit within the framework of national, regional and local planning policies, and to be consistent with national policy and guidance in general conformity with the strategic policies for the area.

This document summarises the national and local planning policies that will have to be taken in to account during the preparation of the Baildon Neighbourhood Plan.

It thus provides a broad planning policy framework on which to build the Neighbourhood Plan.  The Assessment should assist with identifying key themes and planning policy areas in the proposed Plan and much of the information referred to within the document will form part of the Neighbourhood Plan evidence base. It should be used alongside the evidence collected locally during the various neighbourhood plan consultations.
The Assessment should be considered as a “live”, working document, and Kirkwells will continue to review and amend the information (if necessary) at key stages in the preparation of the Plan.  In the meantime, it is recommended that the document be used as a key guide and reference point for preparing planning policies for the Plan.

2.0
The National Planning Policy Framework
. Guidance and Ministerial Statements
National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) July 2021

The NPPF sets out the government’s planning policy for England. One of the basic conditions for neighbourhood plans is that they must have appropriate regard to national planning policy and guidance.

The main sections of the NPPF affecting neighbourhood plans are set out in the remainder of this section of the PPA.

The NPPF does not change the status of the development plan, which includes “made” neighbourhood plans:

1. Introduction

“Para 2. Planning law requires that applications for planning permission be determined in accordance with the development plan2, unless material considerations indicate otherwise3.”

Footnote 2:  This includes local and neighbourhood plans that have been brought into force and any spatial development strategies produced by combined authorities.

There is a presumption in favour of sustainable development:

2. Achieving sustainable development

7. The purpose of the planning system is to contribute to the achievement of sustainable development. At a very high level, the objective of sustainable development can be summarised as meeting the needs of the present without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs.

8. Achieving sustainable development means that the planning system has three overarching objectives, which are interdependent and need to be pursued in mutually supportive ways (so that opportunities can be taken to secure net gains across each of the different objectives):

a) an economic objective – to help build a strong, responsive and competitive economy, by ensuring that sufficient land of the right types is available in the right places and at the right time to support growth, innovation and improved productivity; and by identifying and coordinating the provision of infrastructure;

b) a social objective – to support strong, vibrant and healthy communities, by ensuring that a sufficient number and range of homes can be provided to meet the needs of present and future generations; and by fostering a well-designed and safe built environment, with accessible services and open spaces that reflect current and future needs and support communities’ health, social and

cultural well-being; and

c) an environmental objective – to contribute to protecting and enhancing our natural, built and historic environment; including making effective use of land, helping to improve biodiversity, using natural resources prudently, minimising waste and pollution, and mitigating and adapting to climate change, including moving to a low carbon economy.

The presumption in favour of sustainable development

11. Plans and decisions should apply a presumption in favour of sustainable development. For plan-making this means that:

a) all plans should promote a sustainable pattern of development that seeks to: meet the development needs of their area; align growth and infrastructure; improve the environment; mitigate climate change (including by making effective use of land in urban areas) and adapt to its effects;

12. The presumption in favour of sustainable development does not change the statutory status of the development plan as the starting point for decision making. Where a planning application conflicts with an up-to-date development plan (including any neighbourhood plans that form part of the development plan), permission should not usually be granted. Local planning authorities may take decisions that depart from an up-to-date development plan, but only if material considerations in a particular case indicate that the plan should not be followed.

The application of the presumption has implications for the way communities engage in neighbourhood planning. 

13. Neighbourhood plans should support the delivery of strategic policies contained in local plans or spatial development strategies; and should shape and direct development that is outside of these strategic policies.

Additional provisions apply where the provision of housing conflicts with a neighbourhood plan:

14. In situations where the presumption (at paragraph 11d) applies to applications involving the provision of housing, the adverse impact of allowing development that conflicts with the neighbourhood plan is likely to significantly and demonstrably outweigh the benefits, provided all of the following apply8:

a) the neighbourhood plan became part of the development plan two years or less before the date on which the decision is made; 

b) the neighbourhood plan contains policies and allocations to meet its identified housing requirement;

c) the local planning authority has at least a three year supply of deliverable housing sites (against its five year housing supply requirement, including the appropriate buffer as set out in paragraph 73); and

d) the local planning authority’s housing delivery was at least 45% of that required9 over the previous three years.

Most neighbourhood plan policies are considered to deal with non-strategic matters and the NPPF sets out how these should be dealt with:

3. Plan-making

18. Policies to address non-strategic matters should be included in local plans that contain both strategic and non-strategic policies, and/or in local or neighbourhood plans that contain just non-strategic policies.

21. Plans should make explicit which policies are strategic policies. These should be limited to those necessary to address the strategic priorities of the area (and any relevant cross-boundary issues), to provide a clear starting point for any non-strategic policies that are needed. Strategic policies should not extend to detailed matters that are more appropriately dealt with through neighbourhood plans or other non-strategic policies.

28. Non-strategic policies should be used by local planning authorities and communities to set out more detailed policies for specific areas, neighbourhoods or types of development. This can include allocating sites, the provision of infrastructure and community facilities at a local level, establishing design principles, conserving and enhancing the natural and historic environment and setting out other development management policies.

29. Neighbourhood planning gives communities the power to develop a shared vision for their area. Neighbourhood plans can shape, direct and help to deliver sustainable development, by influencing local planning decisions as part of the statutory development plan. Neighbourhood plans should not promote less development than set out in the strategic policies for the area, or undermine those strategic policies.16
Footnote 16: Neighbourhood plans must be in general conformity with the strategic policies contained in any development plan that covers their area.

The NPPF also sets out how different policies in different plans should be handled:

30. Once a neighbourhood plan has been brought into force, the policies it contains take precedence over existing non-strategic policies in a local plan covering the neighbourhood area, where they are in conflict; unless they are superseded by strategic or non-strategic policies that are adopted subsequently.

37. Neighbourhood plans must meet certain ‘basic conditions’ and other legal requirements before they can come into force. These are tested through an independent examination before the neighbourhood plan may proceed to referendum.

The issue of “prematurity” where a proposal comes forward for decision before a plan is completed is dealt with in paragraph 50:

50. Refusal of planning permission on grounds of prematurity will seldom be justified where a draft plan has yet to be submitted for examination; or – in the case of a neighbourhood plan – before the end of the local planning authority publicity period on the draft plan. Where planning permission is refused on grounds of prematurity, the local planning authority will need to indicate clearly how granting permission for the development concerned would prejudice the outcome of the plan-making process.

Communities can also use special types of neighbourhood plan, “orders”, to grant planning permission:

52. Communities can use Neighbourhood Development Orders and Community Right to Build Orders to grant planning permission. These require the support of the local community through a referendum. Local planning authorities should take a proactive and positive approach to such proposals, working collaboratively with community organisations to resolve any issues before draft orders are submitted for examination.

5. Delivering a sufficient supply of homes

60. To support the Government’s objective of significantly boosting the supply of homes, it is important that a sufficient amount and variety of land can come forward where it is needed, that the needs of groups with specific housing requirements are addressed and that land with permission is developed without unnecessary delay. 

61. To determine the minimum number of homes needed, strategic policies should be informed by a local housing need assessment, conducted using the standard method in national planning guidance – unless exceptional circumstances justify an alternative approach which also reflects current and future demographic trends and market signals. In addition to the local housing need figure, any needs that cannot be met within neighbouring areas should also be taken into account in establishing the amount of housing to be planned for. 

61. Within this context, the size, type and tenure of housing needed for different groups in the community should be assessed and reflected in planning policies (including, but not limited to, those who require affordable housing, families with children, older people, students, people with disabilities, service families, travellers, people who rent their homes and people wishing to commission or build their own homes). 

63. Where a need for affordable housing is identified, planning policies should specify

the type of affordable housing required, and expect it to be met on-site unless:

a) off-site provision or an appropriate financial contribution in lieu can be robustly

justified; and

b) the agreed approach contributes to the objective of creating mixed and

balanced communities.

64. Provision of affordable housing should not be sought for residential developments that are not major developments, other than in designated rural areas (where policies may set out a lower threshold of 5 units or fewer). To support the re-use of brownfield land, where vacant buildings are being reused or redeveloped, any affordable housing contribution due should be reduced by a proportionate amount.

65. Where major development involving the provision of housing is proposed, planning policies and decisions should expect at least 10% of the homes to be available for affordable home ownership, unless this would exceed the level of affordable housing required in the area, or significantly prejudice the ability to meet the identified affordable housing needs of specific groups. Exemptions to this 10% requirement should also be made where the site or proposed development:

a) provides solely for Build to Rent homes;

b) provides specialist accommodation for a group of people with specific needs

(such as purpose-built accommodation for the elderly or students);

c) is proposed to be developed by people who wish to build or commission their own homes; or d) is exclusively for affordable housing, an entry-level exception site or a rural exception site.

The NPPF section on housing sets out the relationship between strategic planning policy and neighbourhood plans:

66. Strategic policy-making authorities should establish a housing requirement figure for their whole area, which shows the extent to which their identified housing need (and any needs that cannot be met within neighbouring areas) can be met over the plan period. Within this overall requirement, strategic policies should also set out a housing requirement for designated neighbourhood areas which reflects the overall strategy for the pattern and scale of development and any relevant allocations30. Once the strategic policies have been adopted, these figures should not need retesting at the neighbourhood plan examination, unless there has been a significant change in circumstances that affects the requirement.

67. Where it is not possible to provide a requirement figure for a neighbourhood area33, the local planning authority should provide an indicative figure, if requested to do so by the neighbourhood planning body. This figure should take into account factors such as the latest evidence of local housing need, the population of the neighbourhood area and the most recently available planning strategy of the local planning authority.

Footnote 33: Because a neighbourhood area is designated at a late stage in the strategic policy-making process, or after strategic policies have been adopted; or in instances where strategic policies for housing are out of date.

Specific guidance is offered neighbourhood planning groups in terms of allocating small sites:

69. Small and medium sized sites can make an important contribution to meeting the housing requirement of an area, and are often built-out relatively quickly. To promote the development of a good mix of sites local planning authorities should:

a) identify, through the development plan and brownfield registers, land to accommodate at least 10% of their housing requirement on sites no larger than one hectare; unless it can be shown, through the preparation of relevant plan policies, that there are strong reasons why this 10% target cannot be achieved;

b) use tools such as area-wide design assessments and Local Development Orders to help bring small and medium sized sites forward;

c) support the development of windfall sites through their policies and decisions –

giving great weight to the benefits of using suitable sites within existing settlements for homes; and

d) work with developers to encourage the sub-division of large sites where this could help to speed up the delivery of homes.

70. Neighbourhood planning groups should also consider the opportunities for allocating small and medium-sized sites (of a size consistent with paragraph 69a) suitable for housing in their area.

Rural housing

78. In rural areas, planning policies and decisions should be responsive to local circumstances and support housing developments that reflect local needs. Local planning authorities should support opportunities to bring forward rural exception sites that will provide affordable housing to meet identified local needs, and consider whether allowing some market housing on these sites would help to  facilitate this.

79. To promote sustainable development in rural areas, housing should be located where it will enhance or maintain the vitality of rural communities. Planning policies should identify opportunities for villages to grow and thrive, especially where this support local services. Where there are groups of smaller settlements, development in one village may support services in a village nearby.

80. Planning policies and decisions should avoid the development of isolated homes in the countryside unless one or more of the following circumstances apply:

a) there is an essential need for a rural worker, including those taking majority

control of a farm business, to live permanently at or near their place of work in

the countryside;

b) the development would represent the optimal viable use of a heritage asset or

would be appropriate enabling development to secure the future of heritage

assets;

c) the development would re-use redundant or disused buildings and enhance its immediate setting;

d) the development would involve the subdivision of an existing residential

dwelling; or

e) the design is of exceptional quality, in that it:
- is truly outstanding or innovative, reflecting the highest standards in architecture, and would help to raise standards of design more generally in rural areas; and

- would significantly enhance its immediate setting, and be sensitive to the defining characteristics of the local area.

6. Building a strong, competitive economy

81. Planning policies and decisions should help create the conditions in which businesses can invest, expand and adapt. Significant weight should be placed on the need to support economic growth and productivity, taking into account both local business needs and wider opportunities for development.

Supporting a prosperous rural economy

84. Planning policies and decisions should enable:

a) the sustainable growth and expansion of all types of business in rural areas, both through conversion of existing buildings and well-designed new buildings;

b) the development and diversification of agricultural and other land-based rural businesses;

c) sustainable rural tourism and leisure developments which respect the character of the countryside; and

d) the retention and development of accessible local services and community facilities, such as local shops, meeting places, sports venues, open space, cultural buildings, public houses and places of worship.

8. Promoting healthy and safe communities

92. Planning policies and decisions should aim to achieve healthy, inclusive and safe places which:

a) promote social interaction, including opportunities for meetings between people who might not otherwise come into contact with each other – for example  through mixed-use developments, strong neighbourhood centres, street layouts that allow for easy pedestrian and cycle connections within and between neighbourhoods, and active street frontages;

b) are safe and accessible, so that crime and disorder, and the fear of crime, do not undermine the quality of life or community cohesion – for example through the use of clear and legible pedestrian routes, and high quality public space, which encourage the active and continual use of public areas; and

c) enable and support healthy lifestyles, especially where this would address identified local health and well-being needs – for example through the provision of safe and accessible green infrastructure, sports facilities, local shops, access to healthier food, allotments and layouts that encourage walking and cycling.

93. To provide the social, recreational and cultural facilities and services the community needs, planning policies and decisions should:
a) plan positively for the provision and use of shared spaces, community facilities (such as local shops, meeting places, sports venues, open space, cultural buildings, public houses and places of worship) and other local services to enhance the sustainability of communities and residential environments;

b) take into account and support the delivery of local strategies to improve health, social and cultural well-being for all sections of the community;

c) guard against the unnecessary loss of valued facilities and services, particularly where this would reduce the community’s ability to meet its day-to-day needs;

d) ensure that established shops, facilities and services are able to develop and modernise, and are retained for the benefit of the community; and 

e) ensure an integrated approach to considering the location of housing, economic uses and community facilities and services.

Open space and recreation

The NPPF sets out the specific conditions when the Local Green Space designation can be used:

101. The designation of land as Local Green Space through local and neighbourhood plans allows communities to identify and protect green areas of particular importance to them. Designating land as Local Green Space should be consistent with the local planning of sustainable development and complement investment in sufficient homes, jobs and other essential services. Local Green Spaces should only be designated when a plan is prepared or updated, and be capable of enduring beyond the end of the plan period.

102. The Local Green Space designation should only be used where the green space is:

a) in reasonably close proximity to the community it serves;

b) demonstrably special to a local community and holds a particular local significance, for example because of its beauty, historic significance, recreational value (including as a playing field), tranquillity or richness of its wildlife; and

c) local in character and is not an extensive tract of land.

103. Policies for managing development within a Local Green Space should be consistent with those for Green Belts.

9. Promoting sustainable transport

104. Transport issues should be considered from the earliest stages of plan-making and

development proposals, so that:

a) the potential impacts of development on transport networks can be addressed;

b) opportunities from existing or proposed transport infrastructure, and changing transport technology and usage, are realised – for example in relation to the scale, location or density of development that can be accommodated;

c) opportunities to promote walking, cycling and public transport use are identified and pursued;

d) the environmental impacts of traffic and transport infrastructure can be identified, assessed and taken into account – including appropriate opportunities for avoiding and mitigating any adverse effects, and for net environmental gains; and

e) patterns of movement, streets, parking and other transport considerations are integral to the design of schemes, and contribute to making high quality places.

106. Planning policies should:

a) support an appropriate mix of uses across an area, and within larger scale sites,

to minimise the number and length of journeys needed for employment,

shopping, leisure, education and other activities;

b) be prepared with the active involvement of local highways authorities, other

transport infrastructure providers and operators and neighbouring councils, so

that strategies and investments for supporting sustainable transport and

development patterns are aligned;

c) identify and protect, where there is robust evidence, sites and routes which

could be critical in developing infrastructure to widen transport choice and

realise opportunities for large scale development;

d) provide for high quality walking and cycling networks and supporting facilities

such as cycle parking (drawing on Local Cycling and Walking Infrastructure

Plans);

11. Making effective use of land

119. Planning policies and decisions should:

a) encourage multiple benefits from both urban and rural land, including through

mixed use schemes and taking opportunities to achieve net environmental gains – such as developments that would enable new habitat creation or improve public access to the countryside;

b) recognise that some undeveloped land can perform many functions, such as for wildlife, recreation, flood risk mitigation, cooling/shading, carbon storage or food production;

c) give substantial weight to the value of using suitable brownfield land within settlements for homes and other identified needs, and support appropriate opportunities to remediate despoiled, degraded, derelict, contaminated or unstable land;

d) promote and support the development of under-utilised land and buildings, especially if this would help to meet identified needs for housing where land supply is constrained and available sites could be used more effectively (for example converting space above shops, and building on or above service yards, car parks, lock-ups and railway infrastructure)45; and

e) support opportunities to use the airspace above existing residential and commercial premises for new homes. In particular, they should allow upward extensions where the development would be consistent with the prevailing height and form of neighbouring properties and the overall street scene, is well designed (including complying with any local design policies and standards), and can maintain safe access and egress for occupiers.

Achieving appropriate densities

124. Planning policies and decisions should support development that makes efficient use of land, taking into account:
a) the identified need for different types of housing and other forms of development, and the availability of land suitable for accommodating it;

b) local market conditions and viability;

c) the availability and capacity of infrastructure and services – both existing and proposed – as well as their potential for further improvement and the scope to promote sustainable travel modes that limit future car use;

d) the desirability of maintaining an area’s prevailing character and setting (including residential gardens), or of promoting regeneration and change; and

e) the importance of securing well-designed, attractive and healthy places.

12. Achieving well-designed places

126. The creation of high quality, beautiful and sustainable buildings and places is fundamental to what the planning and development process should achieve. Good design is a key aspect of sustainable development, creates better places in which to live and work and helps make development acceptable to communities. Being clear about design expectations, and how these will be tested, is essential for achieving this. So too is effective engagement between applicants, communities, local planning authorities and other interests throughout the process.

Neighbourhood plans should also consider setting local design policy:

127. Plans should, at the most appropriate level, set out a clear design vision and expectations, so that applicants have as much certainty as possible about what is likely to be acceptable. Design policies should be developed with local communities so they reflect local aspirations, and are grounded in an understanding and evaluation of each area’s defining characteristics. Neighbourhood planning groups can play an important role in identifying the special qualities of each area and explaining how this should be reflected in development, both through their own plans and by engaging in the production of design policy, guidance and codes by local planning authorities and developers.

The NPPF sets out how a framework of design guides and codes should be used:

128. To provide maximum clarity about design expectations at an early stage, all local planning authorities should prepare design guides or codes consistent with the principles set out in the National Design Guide and National Model Design Code, and which reflect local character and design preferences. Design guides and codes provide a local framework for creating beautiful and distinctive places with a consistent and high quality standard of design. Their geographic coverage, level of detail and degree of prescription should be tailored to the circumstances and scale of change in each place, and should allow a suitable degree of variety. 

129. Design guides and codes can be prepared at an area-wide, neighbourhood or site-specific scale, and to carry weight in decision-making should be produced either as part of a plan or as supplementary planning documents. Landowners and developers may contribute to these exercises, but may also choose to prepare design codes in support of a planning application for sites they wish to develop. Whoever prepares them, all guides and codes should be based on effective community engagement and reflect local aspirations for the development of their area, taking into account the guidance contained in the National Design Guide and the National Model Design Code. These national documents should be used to guide decisions on applications in the absence of locally produced design guides or design codes. 

14. Meeting the challenge of climate change, flooding and coastal change

152. The planning system should support the transition to a low carbon future in a changing climate, taking full account of flood risk and coastal change. It should help to: shape places in ways that contribute to radical reductions in greenhouse gas emissions, minimise vulnerability and improve resilience; encourage the reuse of existing resources, including the conversion of existing buildings; and support renewable and low carbon energy and associated infrastructure.

Planning for climate change

153. Plans should take a proactive approach to mitigating and adapting to climate change, taking into account the long-term implications for flood risk, coastal change, water supply, biodiversity and landscapes, and the risk of overheating from rising temperatures. Policies should support appropriate measures to ensure the future resilience of communities and infrastructure to climate change impacts, such as providing space for physical protection measures, or making provision for the possible future relocation of vulnerable development and infrastructure.

154. New development should be planned for in ways that:

a) avoid increased vulnerability to the range of impacts arising from climate change. When new development is brought forward in areas which are vulnerable, care should be taken to ensure that risks can be managed through suitable adaptation measures, including through the planning of green infrastructure; and

b) can help to reduce greenhouse gas emissions, such as through its location, orientation and design. Any local requirements for the sustainability of buildings should reflect the Government’s policy for national technical standards.

Guidance is provided on community-led renewable energy initiatives:

156. Local planning authorities should support community-led initiatives for renewable and low carbon energy, including developments outside areas identified in local plans or other strategic policies that are being taken forward through neighbourhood planning.

Planning and flood risk

159. Inappropriate development in areas at risk of flooding should be avoided by directing development away from areas at highest risk (whether existing or future). 

Where development is necessary in such areas, the development should be made safe for its lifetime without increasing flood risk elsewhere.

15. Conserving and enhancing the natural environment

174. Planning policies and decisions should contribute to and enhance the natural and local environment by:
a) protecting and enhancing valued landscapes, sites of biodiversity or geological value and soils (in a manner commensurate with their statutory status or identified quality in the development plan);

b) recognising the intrinsic character and beauty of the countryside, and the wider benefits from natural capital and ecosystem services – including the economic and other benefits of the best and most versatile agricultural land, and of trees and woodland;

c) maintaining the character of the undeveloped coast, while improving public

access to it where appropriate;

d) minimising impacts on and providing net gains for biodiversity, including by

establishing coherent ecological networks that are more resilient to current and future pressures;

e) preventing new and existing development from contributing to, being put at unacceptable risk from, or being adversely affected by, unacceptable levels of soil, air, water or noise pollution or land instability. Development should, wherever possible, help to improve local environmental conditions such as air and water quality, taking into account relevant information such as river basin management plans; and

f) remediating and mitigating despoiled, degraded, derelict, contaminated and unstable land, where appropriate.

175. Plans should: distinguish between the hierarchy of international, national and locally designated sites; allocate land with the least environmental or amenity value, where consistent with other policies in this Framework; take a strategic approach to maintaining and enhancing networks of habitats and green infrastructure; and plan for the enhancement of natural capital at a catchment or landscape scale across local authority boundaries.

176. Great weight should be given to conserving and enhancing landscape and scenic beauty in National Parks, the Broads and Areas of Outstanding Natural Beauty, which have the highest status of protection in relation to these issues. The conservation and enhancement of wildlife and cultural heritage are also important considerations in these areas, and should be given great weight in National Parks and the Broads. The scale and extent of development within these designated areas should be limited. Planning permission should be refused for major development60 other than in exceptional circumstances, and where it can be demonstrated that the development is in the public interest. Consideration of such applications should include an assessment of:
a) the need for the development, including in terms of any national considerations,

and the impact of permitting it, or refusing it, upon the local economy;

b) the cost of, and scope for, developing outside the designated area, or meeting the need for it in some other way; an
d c) any detrimental effect on the environment, the landscape and recreational

opportunities, and the extent to which that could be moderated.

Footnote 60 
For the purposes of paragraphs 172 and 173, whether a proposal is ‘major development’ is a matter for the decision maker, taking into account its nature, scale and setting, and whether it could have a significant adverse impact on the purposes for which the area has been designated or defined.

Habitats and biodiversity

179. To protect and enhance biodiversity and geodiversity, plans should:

a) Identify, map and safeguard components of local wildlife-rich habitats and wider ecological networks, including the hierarchy of international, national and locally designated sites of importance for biodiversity; wildlife corridors and stepping stones that connect them; and areas identified by national and local partnerships for habitat management, enhancement, restoration or creation; and

b) promote the conservation, restoration and enhancement of priority habitats, ecological networks and the protection and recovery of priority species; and identify and pursue opportunities for securing measurable net gains for biodiversity.

16. Conserving and enhancing the historic environment
189. Heritage assets range from sites and buildings of local historic value to those of the highest significance, such as World Heritage Sites which are internationally recognised to be of Outstanding Universal Value. These assets are an irreplaceable resource, and should be conserved in a manner appropriate to their significance, so that they can be enjoyed for their contribution to the quality of life of existing and future generations.

2.2
National Planning Practice Guidance (NPPG)

National Planning Practice Guidance (NPPG) is a web-based resource which brings together planning guidance on various topics into one place. It was launched in March 2014 and coincided with the cancelling of the majority of Government Circulars which had previously given guidance on many aspects of planning. What is neighbourhood planning? 
Neighbourhood planning gives communities direct power to develop a shared vision for their neighbourhood and shape the development and growth of their local area. They are able to choose where they want new homes, shops and offices to be built, have their say on what those new buildings should look like and what infrastructure should be provided, and grant planning permission for the new buildings they want to see go ahead. Neighbourhood planning provides a powerful set of tools for local people to ensure that they get the right types of development for their community where the ambition of the neighbourhood is aligned with the strategic needs and priorities of the wider local area.

What can communities use neighbourhood planning for? 
Local communities can choose to: 

· set planning policies through a neighbourhood plan that is used in determining planning applications. 

· grant planning permission through Neighbourhood Development Orders and Community Right to Build Orders for specific development which complies with the order. 

Neighbourhood planning is not a legal requirement but a right which communities in England can choose to use. Communities may decide that they could achieve the outcomes they want to see through other planning routes, such as incorporating their proposals for the neighbourhood into the Local Plan, or through other planning mechanisms such as Local Development Orders and supplementary planning documents or through pre-application consultation on development proposals. Communities and local planning authorities should discuss the different choices communities have to achieving their ambitions for their neighbourhood.

Note also:

Para 004 - A neighbourhood plan should support the strategic development needs set out in the Local Plan and plan positively to support local development.  A neighbourhood plan must address the development and use of land. This is because if successful at examination and referendum the neighbourhood plan will become part of the statutory development plan once it has been made (brought into legal force) by the planning authority. Applications for planning permission must be determined in accordance with the development plan, unless material considerations indicate otherwise.

Para 009 - A draft neighbourhood plan must be in general conformity with the strategic policies of the development plan in force if it is to meet the basic condition. A draft Neighbourhood Plan is not tested against the policies in an emerging Local Plan although the reasoning and evidence informing the Local Plan process may be relevant to the consideration of the basic conditions against which a neighbourhood plan is tested.

Where a neighbourhood plan is brought forward before an up-to-date Local Plan is in place, the qualifying body and the local planning authority should discuss and aim to agree the relationship between policies in:

· the emerging neighbourhood plan

· the emerging Local Plan

· the adopted development plan

with appropriate regard to national policy and guidance.

Para 065 - only a draft neighbourhood Plan or Order that meets each of a set of basic conditions can be put to a referendum and be made. The basic conditions are set out in paragraph 8(2) of Schedule 4B to the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 as applied to neighbourhood plans by section 38A of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004. The basic conditions are:

a. having regard to national policies and advice;

b. having special regard to the desirability of preserving any listed building or its   setting or any features of special architectural or historic interest;

c. having special regard to the desirability of preserving or enhancing the character or appearance of any Conservation Area;

d. the making of the neighbourhood plan contributes to the achievement of sustainable development;  

e. the making of the neighbourhood plan is in general conformity with the strategic policies contained in the development plan for the area of the authority (or any part of that area). 

f. the making of neighbourhood plan does not breach, and is otherwise compatible with, EU obligations

g. prescribed conditions are met in relation to the Order (or plan) and prescribed matters have been complied with in connection with the proposal for the neighbourhood plan. 

How should a housing requirement figure be set for designated neighbourhood areas?

The National Planning Policy Framework expects most strategic policy-making authorities to set housing requirement figures for designated neighbourhood areas as part of their strategic policies. While there is no set method for doing this, the general policy making process already undertaken by local authorities can continue to be used to direct development requirements and balance needs and protections by taking into consideration relevant policies such as the spatial strategy, evidence such as the Housing and economic land availability assessment, and the characteristics of the neighbourhood area, including its population and role in providing services. In setting requirements for housing in designated neighbourhood areas, plan-making authorities should consider the areas or assets of particular importance (as set out in paragraph 11, footnote 6), which may restrict the scale, type or distribution of development in a neighbourhood plan area.

Within the administrative area of a National Park, the Broads Authority or a Development Corporation (where planning powers are conferred), each local planning authority should set a housing requirement figure for the proportion of the designated neighbourhood area which is covered by their administration.

How should local planning authorities identify indicative housing requirement figures for designated neighbourhood areas, when these are needed?

Where an indicative housing requirement figure is requested by a neighbourhood planning body, the local planning authority can follow a similar process to that for providing a housing requirement figure. They can use the authority’s local housing need as a starting point, taking into consideration relevant policies such as an existing or emerging spatial strategy, alongside the characteristics of the neighbourhood plan area.

Proactive engagement with neighbourhood plan-making bodies is important as part of this process, in order for them to understand how the figures are reached. This is important to avoid disagreements at neighbourhood plan or local plan examinations, and minimise the risk of neighbourhood plan figures being superseded when new strategic policies are adopted.

2.3
Ministerial Statements

From time to time, ministers give statements on planning policy which have the effect of introducing changes to established policy. The following statements are relevant to neighbourhood planning:

Written Statement to Parliament:  Planning Update, 25 March 2015
 

Local planning authorities and qualifying bodies preparing neighbourhood plans should not set in their emerging Local Plans, neighbourhood plans, or supplementary planning documents, any additional local technical standards or requirements relating to the construction, internal layout or performance of new dwellings. This includes any policy requiring any level of the Code for Sustainable Homes to be achieved by new development; the government has now withdrawn the code.  The optional new national technical standards should only be required through any new Local Plan policies if they address a clearly evidenced need, and where their impact on viability has been considered, in accordance with the National Planning Policy Framework and Planning Guidance. Neighbourhood plans should not be used to apply the new national technical standards.

Written Statement to Parliament: Wind Energy, 18 June 2015

This statement indicated that, when determining planning applications for wind energy development involving one or more wind turbines, local planning authorities should only grant planning permission if:

· the development site is in an area identified as suitable for wind energy development in a Local or Neighbourhood Plan; and

· following consultation, it can be demonstrated that the planning impacts identified by affected local communities have been fully addressed and therefore the proposal has their backing.

In applying these new considerations, suitable areas for wind energy development will need to have been allocated clearly in a Local or Neighbourhood Plan. Maps showing the wind resource as favourable to wind turbines, or similar, will not be sufficient.

3.0
Bradford Local Plan Core Strategy

The Core Strategy, as its name suggests, contains the strategic policies of the Local Plan. It is not site-specific, that is, it does not allocate sites for development.  

The Core Strategy was adopted on 18th July 2017.
Strategic Core Policies

The Baildon NDP must be in general conformity with the following strategic policies:

SC1: Overall Approach and Key Spatial Priorities
This policy seeks to manage the delivery of development and change to meet the needs of the District to 2030 in order to deliver the Spatial Vision and objectives and achieve sustainable development in line with National Planning Policy Framework and Policy P1 of the Core Strategy.
SC2: Climate Change and Resource Use
This policy seeks to plan for the adaptation and long term resilience to the impacts of climate change. This issue has been central to many neighbourhood plans and is something for the Group to consider further.
SC3: Working Together
The subject of this policy seeks to ensure planning decisions are based on effective collaboration between Bradford Council, adjoining local planning authorities, the District’s Town and Parish Councils, partners, stakeholders and communities within the District, Leeds City Region and beyond.

SC4: Hierarchy of Settlements
The hierarchy of settlements is as follows:
· Regional Centre

· Principal Towns

· Local Growth Centres

· Local Service Centres and Rural Areas
The greater part of the Baildon neighbourhood area is included within the latter grouping of the hierarchy of settlements. The relevant section of SC4 in full is as follows:

Local Service Centres and Rural Areas
Within the Local Service Centres of Addingham, Baildon, Cottingley, Cullingworth, Denholme, East Morton, Harden, Haworth, Oakworth, Oxenhope, Wilsden the emphasis will be on a smaller scale of development comprising both market and affordable housing, together with the protection and enhancement of those centres as attractive and vibrant places and communities, providing quality of place and excellent environmental, economic and social conditions.

Planning decisions and plans, strategies, investment decisions and programmes should seek to: 
1. Achieve a high standard of design that protects and enhances settlement and landscape diversity and character.

2. Support innovative means of accessing and delivering services and the reduction of isolation particularly through the development of high speed broadband access in rural areas.

3. Retain and improve local services and facilities, particularly in Local Service Centres.

4. Support economic diversification, including leisure and tourism offer, live work and home working.

5. Create new and improve existing green areas, networks and corridors including the urban fringe to enhance biodiversity and recreation.

6. Improve public transport links between Local Service Centres and to the Regional City of Bradford, Principal Towns of Ilkley, Keighley and Bingley, the Regional City of Leeds, and the Principal Towns of Halifax and Skipton.
Policy SC4 is, therefore, a key strategic policy setting the parameters for development in the Baildon NDP. Key issues the NDP could consider are:
· Design and local character

· Access to and retention of local services

· Economic diversification
· Green areas

· Improved public transport

Lower Baildon, a much smaller part of the neighbourhood area, is defined as within the Regional Centre, this area is the prime focus for housing, employment, shopping, leisure, education, health and cultural activities and facilities in the District.
SC5: Location of Development
SC5 sets out the sequential approach to identifying land for development:

· Firstly the re-use of deliverable and developable previously developed land and buildings provided that it is not of high environmental value.

· Secondly, greenfield opportunities within settlements (including Baildon).

· Thirdly, local Green Belt releases to the built up areas of settlements in sustainable locations.
· Fourthly, larger urban extensions in sustainable locations.

SC6: Green Infrastructure
This policy seeks to support and encourage the maintenance, enhancement and extension of networks of multi-functional spaces, routes and key areas of Green Infrastructure, including the River Corridors of the Aire and Wharfe and the South Pennine Moors. SC6 also commits to further work to define Green Infrastructure through the preparation of the other Local Plan documents – this could include the Baildon NDP.
SC7: Green Belt
SC7 sets strategic planning policy for Green Belt over the 15 year plan period.

SC8: Protecting the South Pennine Moors SPA and the South Pennine Moors SAC and their zone of influence
The SPA/SAC lies outside the neighbourhood area but within the zone of influence. This will be an issue and any impacts on the Saltaire World Heritage Site will be addressed in more detail through the Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA)/Habitat Regulations Assessment (HRA) screening.
SC9: Making Great Places 
Neighbourhood Plans are a good opportunity to identify and through planning policy protect and enhance local identity and character. Policy SC9 states:
A. Planning decisions as well as plans, development proposals and investment decisions should contribute to creating high quality places, and attractive, cohesive, sustainable settlements through:

1.
Understanding the place and wider context, and taking opportunities to improve areas and make them as good as they can be.

2.
Being place specific by responding to the District’s distinctive features and character, and being appropriate to the local context. 

3.
Creating a strong sense of place through the design of the buildings,    
streets and spaces. 

4.
Providing a well connected network of attractive routes and spaces that 
are safe and easy to move around for all members of the community.

5.
Designing places which can adapt to changing circumstances and needs, and which will function well over the long term.
This clearly relates to the Government’s policy of creating “high quality, beautiful and sustainable buildings and places”, NPPF paragraph 126.
The key locally relevant policies are those for the Airedale Sub Area (reproduced in full below for ease of reference).
The overall Core Strategy is shown in the following Key Diagram:
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Airedale
The Core Strategy include more detailed policy on the Airedale sub area within which most of the neighbourhood area lies, those parts of the neighbourhood area within the Regional Centre are covered by a separate policy not considered here.
Sub Area Policy AD1: Airedale
AD1 sets out the strategic pattern of development.
A.
Strategic Pattern of Development 

In accordance with Policies H03 and EC3, Airedale will accommodate 8,450 dwellings in the period up to 2030 and an increase of new employment land of at least 30 Ha particularly in the digital technology sector. The broad distribution of housing development is shown as follows:-

Affordable housing requirements are set out in Policy HO11. 

B.
Urban Regeneration and Renewal and new housing provision will be focused on the following areas:

Baildon will see the creation of 350 new homes including from sites within the urban area together with some local green belt changes in sustainable locations and associated community facilities.

D. Environment

1.
Protect and enhance landscape character and the range of habitats and diversity of species found in the wetlands, woodlands, Pennine Uplands and upland fringe areas of Airedale 

2.
Protect and enhance the integrity of the South Pennine Moors SPA/ SAC and identify measures to support valuable upland fringe habitats. For the protection of the South Pennine Moors SPA, avoid and/or mitigate loss or deterioration of important foraging land within the SPA’s zone of influence, and mitigate the impact of increasing visitor numbers. 

3.
Improve green infrastructure along the Airedale river, canal and public transport corridors.

4.
Protect and enhance river, beck and canal corridors, their value for biodiversity and heritage, potential for reducing flood risk and role in improving connectivity between urban and rural areas. Recognise that development could lead to opportunities for improving green infrastructure and flood storage provision, particularly in relation to the Upper Aire. 

5.
Woodland, groups of trees and habitats are key elements in the landscape and efforts should be made to increase tree cover, particularly in areas where development might be located.

6.
Conserve and enhance the designated and undesignated heritage assets of the Airedale Corridor in particular those within the boundary of the Keighley Townscape Heritage Initiative and elements which make a significant contribution to the distinct character of this area including: the mills, chimneys and associated housing of it’s textile heritage in particular Saltaire World Heritage Site, the buildings and structures associated with the Leeds and Liverpool Canal and the prehistoric landscapes.

E. Transport 

1.
Ensure that strategic patterns of development maximise the opportunities to use non car modes of transport and reduce the overall need to travel 
through the application of accessibility standards (see Appendix 3).

2.
Develop bus rail interchange facilities at Steeton and Silsden Station and Bingley station including enhanced bus network and pedestrian/cycle links to/from both stations. 

3.
Improve sustainable transport facilities and links within and between the   
towns and villages in Airedale, including cross valley links. Improve and provide new cycling and pedestrian infrastructure. Improve public rights of way and canal towpaths.

4.
Develop critical road infrastructure in accordance with the Connecting   
Airedale Transport Improvement Project including transport improvements to Hard Ings Road and Keighley Town Centre and any significant highway infrastructure required to facilitate development to the East of Silsden.  

5.
Improve key transport corridors where feasible,  including A650 (Airedale 
Corridor between Keighley and Bradford), A629/A644 (Keighley to Queensbury) and A6038 (Otley Road).

6.
Implement stronger demand management in Airedale as the economy recovers.

7.
Improve public transport access between Airedale, Regional Cities of    
Bradford and Leeds, as well as Craven.

8.
Improve public transport access to Leeds Bradford International Airport by encouraging more direct public transport connections from Keighley and Bingley and through the development of rail or tram train link via Shipley.
Sub Area Policy AD2: Investment Priorities for Airedale 
In order to deliver transformation and change in Airedale through economic development, housing renewal and growth, and improved green infrastructure, community facilities and accessibility, public and private sector investment will be targeted:
A. To improve public transport, particularly to Keighley, Bingley, Silsden and Steeton with Eastburn, to enhance the ease of movement and improve access to jobs within the Airedale Corridor particularly for disadvantaged communities. 
B. To support the regeneration of Keighley and Bingley town centres to deliver enhancements to the public realm, mixed use retail and leisure schemes on key brownfield sites and improvements to the railway stations.

C. To provide infrastructure to support site assembly, manage flood risk, and

improve access between Airedale to Bradford City Centre, Shipley Town Centre as part of regeneration initiatives on the Shipley and Canal Road Corridor and the Connecting Airedale initiative (including Hard Ings Road Improvements).

D. To take advantage of the close proximity of the City Centres of Bradford and Leeds and deliver renewal of existing urban sites, training programmes and support site assembly including improvements to the quality and capacity of public transport along Airedale to Craven, the Regional Cities of Bradford and Leeds and through the application of accessibility standards (see Appendix 3).

E. Support a number of local green belt releases in sustainable locations that

meet accessibility standards to Keighley, Bingley, Silsden and Steeton with

Eastburn through development site assembly, improvements to the quality and capacity of public transport, improvements to cycling and walking facilities.
F. To support the development and extension of high speed broadband

especially in rural and other less accessible areas.
G. To work with Yorkshire Water and the Environment Agency to understand fully the water and waste water infrastructure requirements needed to support growth and ensure that development proposals are aligned with investment in asset management and catchment management plans.’
Thematic policies

The Core Strategy contains polices on seven specific themes, namely
· Economy and Jobs

· Transport and Movement

· Housing

· Environment

· Minerals

· Waste

· Design

There follows a summary of elements likely to be relevant to the NDP
(Minerals and waste policies are not discussed here as they are relatively ‘high level’ and guided by regional or national considerations.)

Economy and jobs 

The policies stress a fairly standard range of aims linked to regeneration, restructuring, modernising and diversification, with the main focus expected to be the City of Bradford and the Airedale Corridor. Broadband and communications infrastructure, along with measures to promote more diverse, competitive and successful economies, are the aims in the rural areas. in the rural areas.

The plan (Policies EC2 and EC3, pages 110-114) proposes to deliver at least 135 hectares of employment land across the district, with Airedale’s share being at least 30 ha. Airedale is identified in the supporting text for EC3 as having a manufacturing, retail and wholesale base.
Policy EC4 ‘Sustainable Economic Growth’ identifies several desirable sectors or business types for promotion that might be relevant to the neighbourhood plan area, including tourism, culture and leisure, and businesses relevant to rural diversification.

The provision of ‘live-work’ premises is also supported.
Policy EC5 Policy EC5: City, Town, District and Local Centres sets planning policy for Baildon Local Centre:

“D. The following 46 Local Centres within urban areas and villages should be the focus for appropriately sized local supermarkets and a variety of small shops of a local nature to meet people’s day to day needs and minimise their need to travel.
Addingham, Allerton, Baildon, Barkerend Road, Bolton Junction, Burley-in- Wharfedale, Carlisle Road/Whetley Hill, Clayton, Cottingley, Crossflatts, Cross Road (Keighley), Cullingworth, Denholme, Duckworth Lane, Eccleshill, Fell Lane/Oakworth Road (Keighley), Frizinghall, Harden, Haworth (Main Street), Haworth (Mill Hey), Heaton, Holme Wood, Horton Grange, Idle, Laisterdyke, Leeds Road, Lidget Green, Low Moor, Marshfields (Manchester Road), Menston, Oak Lane (Manningham), Oakworth, Princeville, Queensbury, Riddlesden, Saltaire, Silsden, Steeton with Eastburn, Sticker Lane, Thornton, Undercliffe, White Abbey Road, Wibsey, Wilsden, Wrose, Wyke.
Transport and Movement

The broad themes here are:
Travel Reduction and Modal Shift - i.e., getting people out of their cars (TR1);

Parking Policy (TR2);

Public Transport, Cycling and Walking (TR3);

Transport and Tourism (TR4);

Improving Connectivity and Accessibility (TR5)

Policies on freight, transport investment and aircraft safety are less relevant.

Housing

There are ten principles for achieving sustainable housing growth, including;

· supporting Bradford, Keighley, Ilkley and Bingley as the main centres;

· prioritizing use of brown field land;

· using land efficiently by setting “challenging but achievable” density targets; 

· making sure house building does not run ahead of infrastructure provision;

· the mix of homes built should match the community’s needs;

· high standards of construction and design;

· making available enough affordable housing of sizes, types and tenure to meet people’s needs.

The basic numbers – policies HO1 and HO2

The first policy and its justification explain why the plan arrives at an identified need for 42,100 new homes over the plan period 2013-2030.
HO3: Sharing house building across the district

Policy HO3 explains how the plan arrives at a distribution of housing between settlements. For Baildon this 1,351 homes 2013-2030.
HO4 to HO6: Phasing and efficient use of land

Policies HO4-HO6 are more technical, relating to when sites might be released for development and how they might be developed.
HO7: How sites will be allocated for development
HO7 (site allocation principles) is important because it will guide the allocation of sites in the next phase of the Local Plan. 
HO8: The mix of homes in developments

Policy HO8 refers to ‘mix’, with a stress on more family-sized homes and the need for accessible and ‘special needs’ housing. Part C advises that specific guidance on housing mix on an area or site basis will be set out as necessary in the Allocations DPD, Bradford City Centre and Shipley & Canal Road AAPs and Neighbourhood Plans. The viability of achieving a housing mix should also be considered.
The Baildon NDP with suitable evidence could look at housing mix.
Related to this is affordability (HO11). Under Part B. Subject to viability, the council will negotiate for up to the following proportions of affordable housing on residential developments: Up to 15% in inner Bradford and Keighley ‘Affordable’ quotas normally apply only to developments of 15 units or more.  This requirement is based on evidence of need in the Strategic Housing Market Assessment. 
Other housing policies

Policy HO9 is about design; it is consistent with the NPPF and seeks to encourage high standards of sustainable design.  In terms of design policy, the Neighbourhood Plan can use district policy or take it further in detail, to get developers to respond to the area’s unique qualities. The minimum standard is set through Building Regulations.
Environment

This section of the Core Strategy includes policy on the following:
EN1: Protection and improvements in provision of Open Space and Recreation Facilities
EN2: Biodiversity and Geodiveristy

EN3: Historic Environment
EN4: Landscape

EN5: Trees and woodlands

Policy EN1 Protection and improvements in provision of Open Space and Recreation Facilities contains an important reference to Government policy (see 8. Promoting healthy communities in the NPPF section above), namely the idea of Local Green Space designation for land that is important to local people and that will have a level of protection consistent with Green Belt policy. This is a key policy area that should be considered when preparing the NDP.
Policy EN1 in general covers standard themes; it protects open space from development, sets out the requirements for replacement facilities where open space has to be sacrificed, and lays down requirements for development to provide or contribute to public open space. Section D says

“The Council will work with local communities to identify areas of Local Green Space in the local plan and neighbourhood plans. Local greenspace which is valued for amenity, recreation and wildlife or contributes towards character, distinctiveness and visual quality will be protected from development, other than in very special circumstances which are supported by the local community.”
The heritage policies EN2 (biodiversity) and EN3 (historic environment) are based on national policy for the protection of these assets. The key aspects of EN3 include the Saltaire World Heritage Site and are:
“A. Ensure the protection, management and enhancement of the Outstanding Universal Value (OUV) of the Saltaire World Heritage Site through the implementation of the Saltaire World Heritage Site Management Plan and associated documents.

B. Require development proposals within the boundary of Saltaire World Heritage Site Saltaire or within its Buffer Zone to demonstrate that they will conserve those elements which contribute towards its OUV, including its setting and key views.

C. Require that all proposals for development conserve and where appropriate, enhance the heritage significance and setting of Bradford’s heritage assets, especially those elements which contribute to the distinctive character of the District, specifically:

1. The nationally important prehistoric rock art of Bradford’s upland areas.

2. The nationally important industrial heritage relating to the textile industry, particularly the mills, chimneys, commercial buildings, public buildings, and associated housing and settlements, the legacy of public parks, gardens, landscapes and cemeteries.

3. The pre-industrial townscape and distinctive architectural styles and palette of materials of the District’s towns and villages, the Victorian townscape of the expanded towns such as Bradford, Ilkley and Keighley.

4. The spatial qualities, building form, plot sizes, open spaces, trees and identified significant views of the urban areas, semi-rural villages and suburban developments, including at Heaton Estates, Devonshire Park and Middleton.

5. The heritage assets associated with transport including historic bridges, and the structures and character of the Leeds and Liverpool Canal.”
Policy EN4 Landscape is more locally specific and refers to the protection of landscape character as expressed in the Supplementary Planning Document on Landscape Character, especially Volume 1 Airedale
 in which the neighbourhood area lies.

Policy EN5 Trees and Woodland seeks to protect trees and natural woodland from unnecessary loss and encourages tree and woodland.

Policy EN6 Historic Environment protects the historic environment, including in criterion F which requires proposals to protect or enhance the heritage significance and setting of locally identified non-designated heritage assets, including buildings, archaeological sites and parks, landscapes and gardens of local interest.
Policy EN7 Flood Risk is designed to express national policy within the Local Plan and the key points are:

1.
Integrate sequential testing into all levels of plan-making – that is, where there are less vulnerable alternatives they should be chosen;

2.
Require space for the storage of flood water within Zones 2 and 3a (which implies that where development does happen, densities may be reduced to allow such space);

3.
Ensure that any new development in areas of flood risk is appropriately resilient and resistant
4.
Safeguard potential to increase flood storage provision and improve defences within the Rivers Aire and Wharfe corridors

5.
Manage and reduce the impacts of flooding within the beck corridors, in a manner that enhances their value for wildlife

7.
Require that all sources of flooding are addressed, that development proposals will only be acceptable where they do not increase flood risk elsewhere and that any need for improvements in drainage infrastructure is taken into account (this is important as surface water drainage issues are not picked up on flood risk maps, and may not be apparent at this stage);

8
Seek to minimise run-off from new development; for Greenfield sites run off should be no greater than the existing Greenfield overall rates

9   Require developers to assess the feasibility of implementing and maintaining SUDS (sustainable drainage systems) in a manner that is integral to site design, achieves high water quality standards and maximises habitat value

10. 
Use flood risk data to inform decisions made about Green Infrastructure.

Only support the use of culverting for ordinary water courses, and additional flood defence works that could have adverse impacts on the environment, in exceptional circumstances.

Design

The Core Strategy design policies essentially take forward a very similar approach to that in the UDP, albeit more up-to-date and more concise.

Policy DS1
Achieving good design (which could be read with HO9 Housing Quality); an overarching policy which is more concerned with guiding procedure than detailed outcomes.

Policy DS2
Landscape – covering the requirement for development to respect its setting, as well as landscaping within schemes.

Policy DS3
Urban Character –referring to the need for developments to respect and be appropriate to their surroundings.

Policy DS4
Streets and Movement – concerning making the street more ‘livable’ and a more friendly place for walkers and cyclists.

Policy DS5
Safe and Inclusive Places – relating to accessibility for all, designing out crime, designing for waste storage and suchlike matters.

There is an opportunity here for the Neighbourhood Plan to pick up these themes and produce an approach to design that gives the plan much more local expression.
4.0
 Saved Bradford Replacement Unitary Development Plan

The Replacement Unitary Development Plan (RUDP) was adopted by Bradford Council on 15 October 2005. Those policies not superseded by policies in the Core Strategy remain part of the development plan for Bradford.

The following are considered to be of most relevance to the preparation of the Baildon NDP.
CR1A - Retail Development Within Centres
On the RUDP Proposals Map Baildon is identified as a Local Centre and the following policy applies:

“(2) WITHIN THE RETAIL AREAS OF DISTRICT CENTRES, AND WITHIN LOCAL CENTRES, AS DEFINED ON THE PROPOSALS MAP; PROVIDED IT IS OF A SCALE WHICH IS COMPATIBLE WITH THE ROLE OF THE CENTRE AND THE CATCHMENT IT SERVES, AND, TOGETHER WITH RECENT AND POTENTIAL DEVELOPMENT ARISING FROM UNIMPLEMENTED CURRENT PLANNING PERMISSIONS, WOULD BE UNLIKELY TO HAVE AN ADVERSE EFFECT ON THE VITALITY AND VIABILITY OF ANY EQUIVALENT OR HIGHER ORDER CENTRE.”
OS2 - Protection of Recreation Open Space
Through this policy a number of open spaces are identified as protected on the RUDP Policies Map. Carrying forward with such a protection is a matter the Group preparing the NDP may wish to consider. 
OS3 - Protection of Playing Fields
Through this policy playing fields are identified as protected on the RUDP Policies Map. Carrying forward with such a protection is a matter the Group preparing the NDP may wish to consider.
Green Belt – the RUDP Policies Map also shows the Green Belt boundary. 

5.0 
Emerging Bradford District Local Plan

This document is at an early stage of preparation. It can be given some weight when preparing the NDP.
Bradford’s new Local Plan will be a single document setting  out how the District will grow sustainably over the next 15 to 20 years. 

The plan will include new sites for housing and employment and a range of policies which will help guide development and the determination of planning applications. It also sets out new policy on open spaces, green infrastructure and places of ecological value across the District. The new Local Plan will supersede the Core Strategy and RUDP.
The Local Plan will set out spatial strategies for local areas and settlements showing they may change over the plan period to.

The use of brownfield land and regeneration are at the heart of the new Local Plan.

In February 2021 Bradford Council consulted on a Preferred Option Plan (https://www.bradford.gov.uk/planning-and-building-control/planning-policy/bradford-district-local-plan/?Folder=Reg18)
The large number of responses to this consultation are currently being considered before the Local Plan proceeds to the next stage in its preparation.

The Draft Strategic Policies cover:

Policy SP3: Hierarchy of Settlements - the approach in this policy remains largely unchanged from Core Strategy Policy SC4.
Policy SP4: Location of Development
Policy SP5: Green Belt – this sets Green Belt policy and proposes some Green Belt deletions – those affecting Baildon are:

BA2/H - West Lane, Baildon

BA5/H - Meadowside Rd / West of Baildon CoE Primary School

BA6/H - West Lane, Baildon

Policy SP6: Economic Growth supports economic diversification in Local Service Centres and rural areas.
Policy SP7: Planning for Sustainable Transport
Policy SP8: Housing Growth identifies a housing requirement of 30,672 new homes over the plan period 2020-2038, equating to an indicative average of 1,704 new dwellings per annum. The requirement is set at a level which would represent a significant boost in housing delivery over recent years.
Policy SP8 also identifies a spatial distribution for this housing growth. For Local Service Centres this is as follows:

The key policy areas covered in this section of the plan follow the overall format of the plan and include:
· employment land and site strategy, employment zones, local skills / training and retail and leisure;

· transport planning, including key delivery projects, the relationship between transport and the environment, development and tourism together with policies on parking, freight and aircraft safety;

· housing delivery, density, standards and types as well as affordable housing, plus a range of specialist housing and accommodation policies and overcrowding and empty homes;

· environment policies covering a wide range of topics, including green infrastructure, biodiversity / geodiversity and trees, historic environment, landscape, countryside, flood risk, air quality, environmental protection, energy, minerals and waste (the latter are not neighbourhood planning issues);

· community policies concerned with open space, sport and recreation, local facilities and managing the impact of development on the health of communities;

design and practical policies to achieve better design, working with landscape and urban character and quality design in relation to streets, movement and safe and inclusive places.

Policy EC1: Employment Land Delivery and Strategic Sites – there is no allocated site in Baildon.

Policy EC2: Enterprise, Business and Employment Zones – in the Airedale sub-Area these are: Crossflats, Worth Village, Hard Ings / Beechcliffe, and

Keighley Road.
Policy EC3: Employment and Skills Delivery

Policy EC4: City, Town, District and Local Centres - Baildon is identified in section D as a Local Centre:
“D. The following 47 Local Centres within urban areas and villages should be the focus for appropriately sized local supermarkets and a variety of small shops of a local nature to meet people’s day to day needs and minimise their need to travel.

Policy HO4: Housing Mix – this policy as with the Core Strategy seeks to ensure that a mix and balance of housing is provided to meet the needs of the District’s growing and diverse population. All major residential developments of 10 or more homes will be expected to incorporate a mix of housing types, sizes, prices and tenures. Additional guidance on housing mix on an area or site basis can be set out in Neighbourhood Plans.
Policy HO5: Affordable Housing - contributions will be required on all major residential developments of 10 or more homes. Baildon lies in Zone 2 of the policy where a 20% target for affordable homes will be sought on brownfield sites and 30% on greenfield sites.

Policy HO9: Housing Standards
Many NDPs have sought to address this issue. Bradford have put forward the following:

“A. New housing development should be high quality and achieve good design. Residential development assessed to be of poor design will be refused permission. Policies DS1 to DS5 together with the Homes and Neighbourhoods Housing Design Guide SPD provides guidance on the process for achieving good design and how the quality of residential development proposals will be assessed.
B. The Council will encourage and support new residential developments to achieve high sustainable design and construction standards and achieve high energy efficient standards by 2025 in line with the Government’s Future Homes Standard, which exceed the minimum standards where possible. The minimum acceptable sustainable housing standards are set out in the Building Regulations.”

The Baildon NDP can only encourage any further increase in standards beyond what is proposed by government and Bradford.

Open space includes the following range of typologies; allotments, amenity greenspaces, cemeteries, civic spaces, green and blue corridors, natural and semi-natural greenspaces, outdoor sports facilities, parks and gardens, provision for children, and areas of water which offer opportunities for sport and recreation. Smaller valuable open spaces not identified on the Policies Map will also be afforded protection.
Local Green Space
E. The Council will work with local communities to identify areas of Local Green Space for inclusion in neighbourhood plans. Local Green Spaces will be protected from development except in very special circumstances in line with national policy on proposals affecting the Green Belt.”
Policy CO2: Community and Health Facilities 
This policy states:

“A. The Council will support provision of new or enhanced community facilities and seek to avoid their un-necessary loss particularly where this would reduce the ability of local communities to meet their day-today needs.
C. The loss of community facilities and services that provide for the health and well-being, social, education, spiritual, recreational, leisure or cultural needs of the community will only be permitted where it is demonstrated that:

1. Appropriate alternative provision is made; or

2. Suitable and sufficient evidence can be provided to demonstrate that there is no longer a need for the facility to serve the community in its existing use or as an alternative community use; and

3. Suitable and sufficient evidence can be provided to demonstrate that its continued current use is no longer economically viable.”
Policy CO3: Health Impact Assessments

Policy DS1: Achieving Good Design
Policy DS2: Working with the Landscape states that plans should take advantage of existing features, integrate development into the wider landscape and create new quality green spaces and landscape features.
Policy DS3: Urban Character states that plans should create a strong sense of place and be locally distinctive, reflecting the District’s varied character.
Both of these policies provide important context for the NDP.
Policy DS4: Streets and Movement
Policy DS5: Safe and Inclusive Places

The emerging Local Plan includes a separate section for Baildon.

Of note in preparing the NDP, apart from the important up to date local background information that can be use as part of the NDP’s evidence base, this section of the Local Plan includes the following.

A detailed analysis of how Baildon will meet the target set in the Local Plan of 250 new homes:
“5.8.21 Policy SP8 in the local plan sets out a minimum requirement of 250 dwellings to be delivered in Baildon during the plan period. These will be delivered through a mix of committed sites (those under construction or have planning permission but have not yet commenced) and allocations. Table 1 below sets out the housing position for Baildon, which also includes the application of non-implementation or discount rates for planning permissions and allocations.”

To meet this remaining allocation requirement the Preferred Option concludes:

“5.8.23 Baildon is reasonably constrained for allocations within the established settlement boundary and the local plan proposes to allocate six greenfield sites, including three Green Belt sites to meet the housing requirement for this area. In delivering the target for new homes in Baildon it has been necessary to make some changes to the adopted green belt. Policy SP5 sets out The Councils approach and justification for green belt releases to accommodate new development and lists the sites proposed for allocation which current lie within or partly within the green belt.”
The preferred site allocations are set out in Table A:

The Preferred Option Local Plan incudes individual site plans and site proformas – these are not reproduced here.

Green Belt, Natural Landscape and Historic Character
This section of the Preferred Option Local Plan notes the following:

· Baildon is surrounded by Green Belt, particularly to the north, east and west/south west. These areas fall within the Airedale, Esholt and Rombalds Ridge Landscape Character Areas.
· There are two designated Conservation Areas in Baildon, namely Baildon and Baildon Green. The section of the Leeds & Liverpool Canal Conservation is partially within and adjoining the built-up area at its south west corner. The Conservation Area boundaries are shown on the Policies Map. 
· Roberts Park (on the south western edge of Baildon and northern edge of Saltaire) is considered to be a nationally important site which has been included in the Register of Parks and Gardens of Special Historic Interest in England. The park is also identified as an archaeologically important site. 
· There are a total of 44 Listed Buildings within the town, the majority of which (43) are Grade II Listed. There is one which is Grade II* Listed (Baildon). 
· Five Scheduled Monuments are found close the western and north western edges of the built-up area on Baildon Moor. The majority of these features are cup marked rocks. The Moor has been identified as an area of archaeological importance.
Baildon is also within close proximity to the Saltaire World Heritage Site and as a result land to the north west covering much of Baildon Moor and the west of Baildon lies within the500m Buffer Zone of the World Heritage Site. This zone will have implications for development as it may affect views into and out of the World Heritage Site should be protected.
Green Infrastructure (GI), Ecology, Open Space and Flood Risk
Baildon has a range of corridors and spaces that contribute towards its Green and Blue Infrastructure network. Key corridors include the valley of the River Aire (a regionally important GI corridor), Shipley Glen and the Gill Beck valley. Baildon Moor and Baildon Bank are also highly important components of this network. These corridors are detailed below.
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Baildon Moor and the countryside to the north, east and west of the settlement contain a number of biodiversity designations such as Local Wildlife Sites (LWS) – Baildon Bank; Baildon Moor; Fairbank Wood; Shipley Glen; Tong Park with Hawksworth Spring Wood; and Shipley Glen - and Local Geological Sites (LGS) – Baildon Bank & Baildon Green Quarries; Baildon Moor; and Shipley Glen. The Trench Meadows Site of Special Scientific Interest (SSSI) is adjacent to the south western edge of the built-up area. There are also several areas of ancient woodland - Fairbank Wood and Walker/Midgeley Woods – within and adjacent to the settlement. The vast majority of Baildon falls within 7km of the South Pennine Moors (Phase 2) SPA and SAC (and SSSI).
Baildon has a wide range of identified open spaces – totalling 74 sites with a land take of circa 199ha. Key sites within the town include Baildon Cricket Ground, Baildon Rugby Club, Baildon Golf Course, Hollins Hall Golf Course, Fairbank and The Dell Recreation Ground and Playing Fields. There are good levels of provision of certain typologies in this area, however there are deficiencies in provision in the northern part of the settlement (north of West Lane). There are high levels of deficiency in three typologies, where there is a need for increased provision – parks, cemeteries and allotments. In terms of cemetery provision, this type of space is often provided at a sub-area level and therefore provision of this type of space is not a mandatory requirement in every settlement. Any additional provision of such space may help to provide a more sustainable option for the residents of Baildon. Figure 7 below shows the location and type of open space in Baildon.

Fluvial flood risk is generally associated with the River Aire to the south of Baildon.  There are however identified areas of surface water flood risk across the town associated with principal transport routes.
Community Infrastructure – Education, Health and Utilities
Baildon is considered to have a good range of community facilities and services to meet the day to day needs of the local population. This includes the town’s library and range of spaces for local groups and functions. There is also a post office (located on Station Road), five public houses, a social club and eight Places of Worship.
Baildon is served by 4 primary schools – Sandal Primary School, Baildon Church of England School, Hoyle Court Primary School and Glenaire Primary School - with the capacity to accommodate 1,417 pupils. Most schools are under capacity, with only one being over capacity. The nearest secondary school is Titus Salt School, located adjacent to Roberts Park in Saltaire. It has the capacity to accommodate 1,520 pupils. The school also includes sixth form provision. Pupils attainment levels at Key Stages 1,2 and 4 (GCSE) are generally above national average.
Baildon has a two NHS registered healthcare facilities within the town. There are three GP surgeries/health centres covering Baildon and the surrounding area. Secondary (acute) healthcare is provided at Airedale General Hospital in Steeton and Bradford Royal Infirmary in the city. Figure 8 below shows the location of local schools and medical facilities.
Figure 8: Schools & Medical Facilities in Baildon
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The Local Plan Preferred Option sets the following Local Area Strategy for Baildon:
The key elements of the local area strategy for Baildon include:
· Baildon fulfilling its role as Local Service Centre within Bradford District. It will be a focus of development that reflects its character, scale and land opportunities, which is balanced against the need to sustain and support local services and facilities. It seeks to ensure that the town is an attractive and vibrant place to live and work.

· Delivering 250 dwellings over the plan period on a mix of committed sites and new allocations. The new allocations consist of six greenfield site – three of which are within the urban area and three which are green belt.

· Supporting the vitality and viability of Baildon Local Centre as a key hub for the community to meet their day to day needs as well as the retention and improvement of local services and facilities;

· Protecting and enhancing existing open spaces and green areas, networks and corridors including the urban fringe to enhance biodiversity and recreation within and adjacent to the settlement as well as incorporating sufficient green space and connections within new developments

· Exploring further opportunities for the provision of parks and allotments as part of, or through, new developments;

· Delivering new or enhanced infrastructure, where a need is identified, to support growth working with key providers and funders;

· Protecting and enhancing the designated Local Wildlife Sites and Local Geological Site as well as habitat networks and priority habitats within and adjacent to the settlement

· Ensuring that future development conserves and enhances key heritage assets and their settings within and adjacent to the settlement including the three Conservation Areas and Listed Buildings as well as non-designated heritage assets. Development on the western part of the settlement should ensure they do not impact on the setting of the Saltaire World Heritage Site.

· Improving public transport and active travel links between Baildon and other high order settlements, including Regional City of Bradford.

In preparing the NDP the Group will have to decide which areas of the strategy could/should be covered by the NDP and which of those can be left to the new Local Plan?
This Area Strategy is shown in diagrammatic form.

7.0
The Evidence Base – key documents
The Local Infrastructure Plan

This is a crucial part of the Local Plan, as its purpose is to demonstrate that the physical infrastructure is there, or can be provided, for the plan to be capable of meeting its objectives.

The Local Infrastructure Plan’s assessment of Airedale can be summarised as follows:

Summary of Issues

Infrastructure that could pose significant challenge to delivering growth:
· Utilities

· Transport

Infrastructure where on-going work is required to ensure does not pose significant challenge to delivering growth:
· Flood Risk and Drainage

· Green Infrastructure, Open Space and Public Space

· Sports, Leisure and Recreation

· Education

There are no other significant infrastructure issues that will impair achieving the planned housing and employment growth in Airedale. A summary of these issues is included in Section 5.2.8. Details by each infrastructure type can be found in Appendix A / Baseline Report.  A map detailing the infrastructure issues in this sub area can be found at the end of this chapter.

Transport

Specific proposed transport infrastructure schemes include:

· Bus rail interchange facilities at Steeton and Silsden Station and Bingley 
station;

· Critical road infrastructure in accordance with the Connecting Airedale Transport Improvement Project and highway access to developments in Silsden. Enhanced bus network to/from Steeton and Silsden bus rail interchange and a walking / cycling bridge linking Silsden to the station and Steeton 

· Improving public transport access between Airedale, City of Bradford including Shipley and Lower Baildon, Craven and Leeds, as well as improving public transport within and between the towns and villages in Airedale, including rail stations, cross valley links, cycleway and public rights of way improvements.
Utilities
Electricity

The primary substation at Silsden is likely to need additional reinforcement.
Water Supply and Treatment

The Yorkshire Grid provides adequate water supply for Airedale. The Aire Valley Trunk Sewer is at capacity and Yorkshire Water can no longer accept any new foul or surface water flows to this sewer. The Aire Valley Trunk Sewer collects the foul drainage from the areas of Kildwick, Glusburn, Cross Hills Sutton-on-Craven, Steeton and Silsden.  Yorkshire Water has commented that any increase in flows would create an unacceptable risk in pollution to the local aquatic environment. The Environment Agency has also raised this issue.
Green Infrastructure, Open Space and Public Space

There is adequate open space in Airedale, but additional play equipment is required in west Keighley to meet future growth needs and there are significant catchment gaps in Baildon and Steeton which may be covered by provision in neighbouring authorities.
Sports, Leisure and Recreation
No gaps identified.

Flood Risk and Drainage

The Environment Agency and the CBMDC Drainage Team highlighted their awareness of flooding problems at Silsden Beck. The Council will be required to meet the sequential and exceptions tests on all future site allocation. There will also need to be site by site assessment of potential mechanisms or localised solutions to reduce flood risk.
Community and cultural
There are no sub area specific infrastructure requirements relating to libraries, museums, galleries, theatres or community centre, other than the overarching requirements set out in section 5.2.
Education

There is a requirement for 707 primary school places and 606 secondary school places in Airedale up to 2028
Telecommunications

There are no sub area specific infrastructure requirements relating to telecommunication provision,
Health and emergency services
Can cope with anticipated demand.

The Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) is a levy which the Council may charge on new developments in the District.

The money raised will help the Council pay for infrastructure such as schools, transport, parks, open spaces and other community facilities required to support new housing and economic development in the District.

The Bradford District CIL is being prepared by the Council alongside the Local Plan for Bradford.
Community Infrastructure Levy
The Bradford District CIL took effect from 1 July 2017.

CIL is generally payable on the following types of development:
· Development comprising 100 square metres or more of new gross internal floor area.

· Development of less than 100 square metres of new floor space that results in the creation of one or more dwellings.

· The conversion of a building that is no longer in lawful use.
The charging rates are set out in the table below – Baildon is in charging zone 1.
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Housing – the SHLAA and the SHMA
These are heavily used acronyms as they stand for the cumbersomely named Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment and Strategic Housing Market Assessment.

The SHLAA 

This is a critical document as it has to demonstrate that the district can provide enough land to meet forecast demand for homes, including a five-year supply of deliverable sites.

It is doubly important for site allocation (and neighbourhood planning) as it provides a basic list of sites that have been found to be acceptable in principle for development.

So, if the Neighbourhood Plan is to take a position on which sites should be developed, it will have to take those in the SHLAA as a starting point and assess their acceptability.

Landscape Character

At the national level – Natural England’s National Character Areas (NCAs) and at the local level Bradford’s Landscape Character SPD and its background research.

National Character Areas

NCA profiles are guidance documents which can help communities to inform their decision-making about the places that they live in and care for. The information they contain will support the planning of conservation initiatives at a landscape scale, inform the delivery of Nature Improvement Areas and encourage broader partnership working through Local Nature Partnerships. The profiles will also help to inform choices about how land is managed and can change.

Baildon straddles two NCAs
NCA36 Southern Pennines 

NCA37 Yorkshire Southern Pennine Fringe

NCA36 Southern Pennines

The NCA is described as follows:

“As much of the National Character Area (NCA) is at high elevation there are long, extensive views in all directions, which create visual links with the conurbations around Manchester and the plains of Lancashire to the west with the extensive conurbations of Yorkshire to the east.
There are also strong physical links with urban areas to the east and west in particular the rivers draining down from higher land, which may result in flooding within the neighbouring NCAs. These rivers also provide strong ecological links from the uplands to the adjacent lowlands.
As a central part of the Pennines and with a high coverage of semi-natural vegetation, the area forms part of important ecological networks with the Peak District to the south and the Yorkshire Dales to the north, as well as having obvious geological connections.
The Southern Pennines provide many services and benefits to the adjacent large populations, not only through the supply of drinking water, flood mitigation and carbon storage, but also through the extensive opportunities for open-air recreation in a dramatic landscape. Its historic development is closely linked to the physical resources available, and the development of the conurbations to the east and west.”
Four Statements of Environmental Opportunity (SEO) are identified for NCA36, these could be used to inform any landscape policy in the NDP:
SEO 1: Safeguard, manage and enhance the large areas of open, expansive moorland, and the internationally important habitats and species they support, as well as protecting soils and water resources
SEO 2: Manage and enhance the pastoral character of the moorland fringes, lower hills and valleys, with their mosaics of pastures and meadows, and their strong field patterns defined by drystone walls, to improve ecological networks and strengthen landscape character.
SEO 3: Protect the comprehensive range of historic landscape features for their cultural value and the contribution they make to local distinctiveness and sense of identity.
SEO 4: Increase the enjoyment and understanding of the landscape and to experience a sense of escapism and inspiration, while also conserving the qualities of the landscape and its valuable historic and wildlife features.
NCA37 Yorkshire Southern Pennine Fringe
The NCA is described as follows:

“The Yorkshire Southern Pennine Fringe is a transitional area, lying between the pastures of the upland Pennine block to the west and the lower-lying arable land to the east. Within the National Character Area (NCA), there is also a transition of land use across the area, from more rural, upland and sparse landscape in the west to the more heavily developed industrial areas in the east.
Several major and minor rivers flow from west to east through the area. These include the Don, the Calder and the Colne in the north-east, and the Sheaf, the Rivelin and the Loxley to the south, near Sheffield. Deeply incised river valleys show distinct shoulders where they have cut down from earlier broader valleys; narrow valleys open out as they descend to the east. These rivers and their associated riparian habitats also provide strong ecological links from the Pennine uplands to the surrounding lowlands, serving as essential ecological networks to aid the movement of species. Management activities of these watercourses upstream are therefore likely to affect this NCA, just as management within this NCA will impact on areas downstream in the Nottinghamshire, Derbyshire and Yorkshire Coalfield NCA and the Humberhead Levels NCA – and ultimately the Humber Estuary NCA. In places there are extensive views out to the east over the adjacent towns and agricultural land of the Nottinghamshire, Derbyshire and Yorkshire Coalfield NCA. The steep slopes of the NCA, together with the tops of the Southern Pennines NCA and Dark Peak NCA including the Peak District National park, provide a dramatic backdrop and views from lower-lying NCAs to the east.
The Special Protection Area and Special Area of Conservation designated in the adjacent Southern Pennines NCA would benefit from improved management of upland pastures in this NCA, to provide further support for key species, especially twite.”
Four Statements of Environmental Opportunity (SEO) are identified for NCA37, these could be used to inform any landscape policy in the NDP:
SEO 1: Protect and manage the rich industrial heritage – including historical settlement patterns and local vernacular styles, as well as the industrial and municipal buildings that were built with wealth when the industry thrived, such as the World Heritage Site at Saltaire – which links the history of the area to the landscape features, to enhance sense of place and history and inspire local communities through increased access and recreation opportunities.

SEO 2: Manage flood plains and wetland habitats to regulate water flow and availability, and to enhance water quality and biodiversity. Increase the river and riparian habitat networks, for example along the Calder, the Don and the Colne in the north and along the Sheaf, the Rivelin and the Loxley in the south, and ensure good linkages with the networks of woodland and semi-natural habitats for the species they support and to improve the resilience of these habitats to climate change.
SEO 3: Protect the distinctive landscape character with its contrasts between open pastures on hill tops, woodland on valley sides and the settlements nestled in the valley bottoms. Manage the arable and pastoral farmland and the areas of woodland to improve their contribution to biodiversity, food provision and landscape character, to improve soil and water quality, and reduce soil erosion.
SEO 4: Plan to optimise opportunities for access to the natural environment for the large urban populations in the area, making the most of key landscape features to redefine sense of place in the changing landscape and encouraging implementation of well-designed and managed green infrastructure, sustainable urban drainage systems and good use of planting to screen urban edges.

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8.0 Conclusions and Recommendations for NDP
From the assessment in this document it is recommended that the Neighbourhood Plan Group consider the following areas for further consideration:

· Design and local character and how this could be addressed through neighbourhood plan policy and possibly a design code;
· Protection and enhancement of community facilities;

· Policy for Baildon Local Centre and the local economy;

· Protection of Local Green Space;

· Identification of the area’s green infrastructure;

· Consideration as to whether the NDPO allocates housing sites and looks at more detailed policy on housing mix;
· Identification and protection of the area’s non-designated heritage assets; and

· Policy to manage development that affects Baildon’s landscape.

Usual resident populationGo to table
Sex

Sex is the classification of a person as either male or female.

Household

A household is defined as:

· one person living alone, or

· a group of people (not necessarily related) living at the same address who share cooking facilities and share a living room or sitting room or dining area.


This includes:

· sheltered accommodation units in an establishment where 50 per cent or more have their own kitchens (irrespective of whether there are other communal facilities), and

· all people living in caravans on any type of site that is their usual residence. This will include anyone who has no other usual residence elsewhere in the UK.


A household must contain at least one person whose place of usual residence is at the address. A group of short-term residents living together is not classified as a household, and neither is a group of people at an address where only visitors are staying.

Communal establishments

A communal establishment is an establishment providing managed residential accommodation. 'Managed' in this context means full-time or part-time supervision of the accommodation. Types of communal establishment include:

· Sheltered accommodation units where fewer than 50 per cent of the units in the establishment have their own cooking facilities, or similar accommodation where residents have their own rooms, but the main meal is provided. If half or more possess their own facilities for cooking (regardless of use) all units in the whole establishment are treated as separate households.

· Small hotels, guest houses, bed & breakfasts and inns and pubs with residential accommodation with room for 10 or more guests (excluding the owner/manager and his/her family).

· All accommodation provided solely for students (during term-time). This includes university-owned cluster flats, houses and apartments located within student villages, and similar accommodation owned by a private company and provided solely for students (University owned student houses that were difficult to identify and not clearly located with other student residences are treated as households, and houses rented to students by private landlords are also treated as households). Accommodation available only to students may include a small number of care-taking or maintenance staff, or academic staff.

· Accommodation available only to nurses. This includes cluster flats and similar accommodation, provided solely for nurses. Nurses' accommodation on a hospital site that does not also contain patients is treated as a separate communal establishment from the hospital (and not categorised as a hospital), so that nurses are treated as 'residents' and not 'resident staff' or 'patients'. This ensures consistency with similar nurses' accommodation not on a hospital site.

Schoolchildren and full-time students

Schoolchildren and students in full-time education studying away from their family home are treated as usually resident at their term-time address. Basic demographic information only (name, sex, age, marital status and relationship) is collected at their non term-time address (their 'home' or 'vacation' address).
The information on families, household size and household composition for their non term-time address does not include them.

Area

For area measurements, census statistics use Standard Area Measurements (SAM), created by ONS Geography for key geographies in the UK using standard methodologies. SAMs are land measurement figures defined by topographic boundaries (coastline and inland water) as at the end of 2011.
Area measurements are in hectares - the metric unit of area defined as 10,000 square metres or approximately 2.47 acres - there are 100 hectares in 1 km2.
Each area measurement used in census results is calculated by aggregating the SAM (measured to two decimal places) for each output area that has been best-fitted to each higher area.

Age structureGo to table
Age

Age is derived from the date of birth question and is a person's age at their last birthday, at 27 March 2011. Dates of birth that imply an age over 115 are treated as invalid and the person's age is imputed. Infants less than one year old are classified as 0 years of age.

Marital and civil partnership statusGo to table
Marital and civil partnership status

Marital and civil partnership status classifies an individual according to their legal marital or registered same-sex civil partnership status as at census day, 27 March 2011.
This topic is the equivalent of the 2001 Census topic 'Marital status', but has undergone significant revision to take account of the Civil Partnership Act which came into force on 5 December 2005.
Marital and civil partnership states include:

· married/in a registered same-sex civil partnership,

· separated (but still legally married/in a registered same-sex civil partnership),

· divorced/formerly in a registered same-sex civil partnership, or

· widowed/surviving same-sex civil partner.


Although the term 'single' is widely used to cover people in a number of states such as divorced or separated it is not a legally recognised status and was not an option on the census questionnaire. In census results the term 'single' is used to refer only to someone who has never been married or in a registered same-sex civil partnership, which were options on the census questionnaire.

Living arrangementsGo to table
Living arrangements

The living arrangements classification combines responses to the question on marital and civil partnership status with information about whether or not a person is living in a couple. This topic is only applicable to people in households. Living arrangements differs from marital and civil partnership status because cohabiting takes priority over other categories. For example, if a person is divorced and cohabiting, then in results for living arrangements they are classified as cohabiting.

Ethnic groupGo to table
Ethnic group

Ethnic group classifies people according to their own perceived ethnic group and cultural background.

Country of birthGo to table
Country of birth

Country of birth is the country in which a person was born. The country of birth question included six tick box responses - one for each of the four parts of the UK, one for the Republic of Ireland, and one for 'Elsewhere'. Where a person ticked 'Elsewhere', they were asked to write in the current name of the country in which they were born. Responses are assigned codes based on the National Statistics Country Classification.
The grouping of countries within the classification is broadly regional, but takes into account the grouping of European Union (EU) countries. Countries in the EU are grouped into those that were EU members in March 2001, and those that became members (Accession countries) between April 2001 and March 2011 as part of the EU enlargement process.

Household languageGo to table
Proficiency in English language

Proficiency in English language classifies people whose main language is not English (or not English or Welsh in Wales) according to their ability to speak English. A person is classified in one of the categories:

· can speak English very well,

· can speak English well,

· cannot speak English well, or

· cannot speak English.

ReligionGo to table
The voluntary question on religion in the 2011 Census was intended to capture people's religious affiliation and identification at the time of the Census irrespective of whether they practised or believed in that religion or how important it was in their lives. If a person had no religion then the first of a series of tick boxes could be selected. Care should be taken when using these data not to infer, or allow the inference by others, that the practice of a religion or specific religious activities that are expected of believers has been measured. Unlike other census questions where missing answers are imputed, this question was voluntary, and where no answer was provided the response is categorised as 'not stated'.

Due to an error in the processing of census data, the number of usual residents in the 'Religion not stated' category has been overestimated by a total of 62,000 for three local authorities: Camden, Islington and Tower Hamlets. More information from the Census issues and corrections page.

Health and provision of unpaid CareGo to table
Long-term health problem or disability

A long-term health problem or disability that limits a person's day-to-day activities, and has lasted, or is expected to last, at least 12 months. This includes problems that are related to old age. People were asked to assess whether their daily activities were limited a lot or a little by such a health problem, or whether their daily activities were not limited at all.

General Health

General health is a self-assessment of a person's general state of health. People were asked to assess whether their health was very good, good, fair, bad or very bad. This assessment is not based on a person's health over any specified period of time.

Provision of unpaid care

A person is a provider of unpaid care if they look after or give help or support to family members, friends, neighbours or others because of long-term physical or mental ill health or disability, or problems related to old age. This does not include any activities as part of paid employment. No distinction is made about whether any care that a person provides is within their own household or outside of the household, so no explicit link can be made about whether the care provided is for a person within the household who has poor general health or a long-term health problem or disability.

Dwellings, household spaces and accommodation typeGo to table
Number of household spaces in shared dwellings

A household space is the accommodation used or available for use by an individual household.
Household spaces are identified separately in census results as those with at least one usual resident, and those that do not have any usual residents.
A household space with no usual residents may still be used by short-term residents, visitors who were present on census night, or a combination of short-term residents and visitors.
Vacant household spaces, and household spaces that are used as second addresses, are also classified in census results as 'household spaces with no usual residents'.
A dwelling is shared if:

· the household spaces it contains have the accommodation type 'part of a converted or shared house',

· not all of the rooms (including kitchen, bathroom and toilet, if any) are behind a door that only that household can use, and

· there is at least one other such household space at the same address with which it can be combined to form the shared dwelling

TenureGo to table
Tenure

Tenure provides information about whether a household rents or owns the accommodation that it occupies and, if rented, combines this with information about the type of landlord who owns or manages the accommodation.

Rooms, bedrooms and central heatingGo to table
Central heating (variable)

A household's accommodation is classified as having central heating if it is present in some or all rooms (whether used or not). Central heating is classified by type, as shown in the classification table. Other central heating includes solar, liquefied petroleum gas (LPG) or other bottled gas.
This information is not available for household spaces with no usual residents.

Car or van availabilityGo to table
Cars or vans in household

This applies to the number of cars or vans that are owned, or available for use, by one or more members of a household. This includes company cars and vans that are available for private use. It does not include motorbikes or scooters, or any cars or vans belonging to visitors. The count of cars or vans in an area relates only to households. Cars or vans used by residents of communal establishments are not counted.
Households with 10 to 20 cars or vans are counted as having only 10. Responses indicating a number of cars or vans greater than 20 were treated as invalid and a value was imputed.

Household compositionGo to table
Household composition

Household composition classifies households according to the relationships between the household members. Households consisting of one family and no other usual residents are classified according to the type of family (married, same-sex civil partnership or cohabiting couple family, or lone parent family) and the number of dependent children. Other households are classified by the number of people, the number of dependent children, or whether the household consists only of students or only of people aged 65 and over.
This definition is used in most results from the 2011 Census. In a small number of results an alternative classification is used that defines households by the age of the household members. It takes no account of the relationships between them. In results where this different definition is used it is clearly indicated.

Economic activityGo to table
Economic activity

Economic activity relates to whether or not a person who was working or looking for work in the week before census.

Rather than a simple indicator of whether or not someone was currently in employment, it provides a measure of whether or not a person was an active participant in the labour market.
