INTRODUCTION

Baildon Town Council is supportive of the work of community or voluntary groups operating within the Town. The Council offer community grants to such groups on an ongoing basis.

As part of the process, the Council allocates an amount of money each year for distribution in the form of one-off Community Grants.

The amount is set each year as part of the Council’s budget process and funding is distributed at least four times a year. 
This document explains more about the scheme, how it operates, who can apply – and how to make an application.

WHO CAN APPLY FOR A GRANT?
Grants are available to any community or voluntary group based in Baildon or operating a substantial part of their activities in Baildon.

You must be able to demonstrate that any grant given will be of benefit to the people living within the Town.

Applications are only accepted from recognised, bona-fide, non-profit making organisations or groups who are properly constituted and can provide their constitution document.
Grants cannot be made available to individuals, nor can they be made available to business or profit-making organisations.

WHEN ARE GRANTS AVAILABLE?
These dates are listed on the application form.
WHEN CAN I APPLY?
The dates of the Community Committee meetings when grants are awarded are listed on the Community Grant application form which is attached to this information sheet. Your application and any other documents requested must be received by the Town Clerk no later than 14 working days before the meeting date for it to be heard at that meeting.
HOW MUCH CAN I APPLY FOR?

The Community Grant Scheme is designed to benefit as many groups as possible, funding is limited and is allocated on a rolling, first-come-first-served basis.
Generally, grants are awarded for amounts up to £500. On rare occasions, the Council may consider a grant in excess of £500. Applications in excess of £500 will only be permitted at the Councils discretion, according to budget availability and the merits of each case. The Clerk will advise applicants when grant applications in excess of £500 are to be considered by Council.
WHAT CAN THE MONEY BE USED FOR?

Your organisation can apply for a grant towards any appropriate project, event or the purchase of equipment that will benefit people living in Baildon.
The Council will not consider any grant towards day-to-day running costs such as rents, electricity, telephone charges etc. or towards any staff salaries or wages.

Grants can be awarded as a contribution towards a larger project, although the Council will wish to see evidence that you have access to the balance of the required money before funds are made available.
HOW OFTEN CAN I APPLY FOR A GRANT?

With limited funds available for grants, the Council has to ensure fairness with the allocation of money to a wide section of the community, therefore only one grant will be awarded to any one organisation in any one year.
AM I GUARANTEED TO BE ACCEPTED FOR A GRANT?
The Council has a limited amount of money available each year and there may be times when this amount is over-subscribed.

In such instances, the Council will assess each application and may offer an amount less than requested.  In some circumstances your organisation may not be accepted for a grant.
The Council sets an annual budget for grants, when this is spent the Clerk is under a duty to inform you that there are no funds available, he/she will also advise you when the 1st meeting of the new financial year will take place should you wish to apply then.

HOW DO I APPLY?

An application form is attached to this information leaflet. You can also request an electronic copy to be sent to you by contacting the Clerk at enquiries@baildontowncouncil.gov.uk  and return it completed electronically. All information requested in the application form must also be included with the application. Failure to provide the required information may result in your application being 
deferred until all information is received by the Clerk.
If you need any further advice regarding the Community Grant Scheme, or if you require any help completing the application form, please contact the Town Clerk who will be happy to assist you.

	At a meeting of the Town Council on 9th May attended by our Centre Manager, the difficulty of finding volunteers was raised.

As a community hub, we have a strength in recruiting volunteers and experience in helping other groups to recruit volunteers too, including organising previous successful volunteer fairs.  We would therefore like to ask the Committee to consider awarding Baildon Community Link, funding for a Volunteer Fair and separate social event to celebrate the Link volunteering efforts.

The proposal is for a Volunteer Fair to be held in the autumn at our Centre, with the invitation going out to a minimum of 12-16 local groups, each having a stall to promote their activities.

We will undertake to provide publicity for the event in the form of posters (which we can produce ourselves) and the use of social media where appropriate – this may require a couple of days of Community Development worker time.

In addition, we would also like to mark our own Link volunteer’s efforts with a presentation evening and simple buffet.

In the aftermath of Covid, we are slowly rebuilding our family of volunteers (and patrons) without whom we wouldn’t be able to run our weekly programme of activities.  A HYGGE (conviviality, cosiness) class has proved a very popular recent addition to our existing weekly selection e.g. bingo.
Finally, the Centre would be appreciative of a display board of staff/volunteers’ photos. We number thirty plus people, each of whom are in the Centre at different times and on different days. We feel our patrons would like to be able to put names to the various faces they come across when they visit us.
