· Other incidental costs (not match funding) related to developing a grant application to a larger funder (eg. Arts Council, Bradford Council, Lottery).

AM I GUARANTEED TO BE ACCEPTED FOR A GRANT?
The Council has a limited amount of money for this grant scheme and we expect to fund 8 projects. 
The Council will assess each application and may offer an amount less than requested.  In some circumstances your organisation may not be accepted for a grant.

Organisations currently receiving large grants from Baildon Town Council (eg. Hubs) are not eligible.
